YQUR_CONSQLIJDATED BILL, The Consolidated Student Statement is a comprehensive statement that bills
students for tuition and fees, University housing and meals, athletic tickets, parking permits and citations,
telecommunication services, health center charges and NCard charges which could include charges from the
University Bookstore, campus recreation, campus snack bars, etc. When payment is made or financial aid is
applied to a student account, it will appear as a credit on the next Consolidated Student Statement. If credits
exceed charges, a refund will be issued to the student electronically or by check and will be posted on the next
statement as a charge.

The payment of tuition and fees is due in September for the fall semester and February for the spring semester.
All charges that appear on your bill are due the second Wednesday of the month following their billing and
must be paid when due to avoid late payment fees and other sanctions.

If any of your G\ccount BalanceQis from a previous billing period, your account is considered delinquent and we have placed aHOLD on
your records. For animmediate release of the HOLD, payment must be made by cash, cashier@ check, money order, Discover or
MasterCard. Due to the large number of bad checks presented, the University delays the release of HOLDS on accounts paid by personal
checks for a period of three weeks.

Consolidated statements will be generated before the end of each month. Students will be sent an e-malil
notification for on-line viewing via WAM or WAMS. Statements will always be available by the 25th of the
month, and associated payments are due on the second Wednesday of the following month. Students may call
the Office of the Students Accounts to request a printed bill be mailed; however, we strongly encourage
students and their families to utilize WAM or WAMS and print their own bills in order to greatly reduce postage
and printing costs.

Failure to receive an email notification or astatement is not an acceptable excuse for not meeting apayment deadline. If you do
not receive an email or hill by the first Wednesday of the month, but were expecting one, you should call the Student Accounts Office. If
someone else is expected to pay your bills for you, advise that person of these instructions. The student, not the person paying the bill, will
be held responsible for delinquent payments. There is a $20 late payment fee each month an account is delinquent and HOLDS are placed
on the records of students who are delinquent. Please visit our web site for other sanctions that may result if your account becomes
delinquent.

We are able to accept payment of student accounts by MASTERCARD and DISCOVER on-line through WAM or
WAMS. Credit card payments are subject to a 2% non-refundable convenience fee ($2 minimum) based on
the payment amount and can only be made online. You may also pay by online check payment via WAM or
WAMS.

For payments mailed or brought in, please include the payment coupon with payment for the amount now due.
If you do not have a payment coupon, please include the student® name and 8-digit ID number. Payment of
the amount due must be received by the due date on your statement to avoid late payment fees. You may
mail your payment to: UNL Bursar, Payment Processing Center, P.O. Box 2119, Omaha, NE 68103. You may
also drop it in the payment drop slot outside the Bursar® Office, or bring it in person to a cashier at the
Bursar's Office, 121 Canfield Administration Bldg. Please make checks payable to the University of Nebraska
BLincoln.

IMPORTANT NOTE

If you will not be attending UNL, withdraw from all of your classes via eNRoll. By doing so by the 6th
day of the semester, you will avoid charges for classes you do not intend to take. Please note that you
will not automatically be dropped from all your classes if you fail to attend. You must take positive
action to drop your classes.

CANCELING_YQUR_REGISTRATIQN:. FAILURE TO ATTEND CLASSES DOES NQT CONSTITUTE OFFICIAL
NOTIFICATION.

You may do this in any one of three ways:

1. Access the eNRoll web based registration system at http://wam.unl.edu and drop all of your courses.
2. Write a letter to Registration & Records; 107 Canfield Administration Bldg; Lincoln, NE 68588-0416.
Your cancellation will be effective on the postmarked date of the letter.

3. Come in person to Registration & Records, 107 Canfield Administration Bldg, (402) 472-3635.

If you have made arrangements for University housing, you must notify Housing; 1115 N. 16th St. Rm 101;
Lincoln, NE 68588-0622 of your cancellation in writing. The cancellation notice must be received by Housing
prior to hall opening to avoid additional charges.

ARJUSTING_YQUR_SCHEDRULE. After registering for classes, students are free to adjust their schedules by
adding/dropping courses whenever eNRoll is available. Normal hours of operation are 7:00 am - midnight
Monday through Saturday and 2:00 pm - midnight on Sunday. The deadline for dropping a class from your

schedule in order to avoid tuition charges is the 6th day of the semester. For complete information on add
and drop deadlines, tuition charge periods and the policies governing withdrawals, see the First and Second



Semester Schedule of Classes.

Students can only make changes to their registrations through the eNRoll system or through Registration &
Records, 107 Canfield Administration Bldg. A course drop or withdrawal becomes effective for tuition and
grade purposes on the date the transaction is processed. You will continue to be responsible for the course
or courses on your schedule until you officially drop or withdraw.

IDENTIFICATION CARDS (472-7331) If you do not have a NCard, you may obtain one at the NCard Office, 121 NE Union. There is a
$20 fee for the NCard. If you already have a NCard, you will not need a new card. Itis valid for as long as you are registered at UNL even
if you attend intermittently. If your NCard has been lost or damaged, you may obtain a replacement at the NCard Office for a $20
replacement fee. Be prepared to present one form of photo identification.

enrolled in Distance Education "F", &0 or XOcourses) must pay UPFF based on their total hours of enroliment.

Technology Fee A student technology fee was initiated the first semester 1997 to provide information
technology resources to all UNL students. This year the fee is $7.35 per credit hour with a $110.25 limit each
semester and for the entire summer.

Library Fee A student library fee was initiated the first semester 2003. This year the fee is $2 per credit
hour..

All nonimmigrant international students must have health insurance as a condition of their enrollment.
Nonimmigrant international students will be automatically billed for health insurance on their fall and spring
semester billing statements. Nonimmigrant international students taking less than seven credit hours will
also be assessed the Health Center fee. Students enrolled for seven or more credit hours already pay this
fee as part of their University Program and Facilities Fee. The health insurance premium is $410.00 for the
fall semester. The health insurance premium is $643.00 for the spring semester and coverage is in effect
until August 13, 2008. The Health Center fee is $133.95 each semester.

REFUNDS (472-2887) Students who withdraw from, or drop, all semester courses on or before the gth day of



the semester will not incur any tuition or fee charge. For courses officially dropped or withdrawals processed

after the 6th day of the semester, a portion or all of the tuition and fees will be charged, depending on the date
of the drop or withdrawal. The following percentages determine the amount of tuition and fees to be charged for
dropped courses or withdrawals from the University:

*The official period of enroliment is the elapsed time from the beginning of the semester through the day the drop or withdrawal is
processed in the eNRoll web based registration system hitp:/iwam.unl.edu or the Drop/Add Form or Application for Withdrawal is
filed with Registration & Records, 107 Canfield Administration Bldg. Reductions for drops of mini courses are based upon a
proportional schedule available in Student Accounts, 124 Canfield Administration Bldg.

EINANCIAL AID (472-2030) Grants (e.g. Federal Pell, Federal SEOG, Nebraska State Grant), scholarships and loans are credited to
your student account each semester. If you accept, sign, and return or complete an on-line Award Notification and any loan promissory
notes to Scholarships & Financial Aid, 17 Canfield Administration Bldg, Lincoln, NE 68588-0411, by two weeks prior to the semester
beginning, have met all other eligibility requirements, and your Semester financial aid award(s) exceeds your charges, a refund check will
be mailed to you at your local address within the first two weeks of the semester. If you accept, sign, and return or complete an on-line
Award Notification after this period of time, your refund check will be sent to your local address about 14 days after your aid is credited to
your student account unless you enroll for DIRECT DEPOSIT of your check. Enrall for direct deposit via your WAM account.
